In 2008-09 the Department of Spanish, Italian, and Portuguese instituted a new undergraduate Major in the Teaching of Spanish. Students who matriculated before Fall 08 can choose whether they would like to complete the new Major or the old Major.

Please note that with the revision of the undergraduate curriculum in Spanish, many new courses were added, and some of the old courses were dropped.
